Cape Li lac Trees along Fouracre Street 
 
Council has recently agreed, with sadness, to the removal of the Cape Lilac trees along 
Fouracre Street between Coronation Road and Millar Street in Waroona. An assessment by 
an arboriculturist confirmed they have been infected by a wood rotting fungus that has 
resulted in cavities, undermining the structural integrity of the trees. This was further 
evidenced recently when one of the trees was felled by a lighting strike, showing only a thin 
outer skin of living material. 
 
The trees will be removed in the coming weeks. It will be sad to see the trees go as they have 
been part of the streetscape for a long time, but they have reached the end of their life and 
pose a risk to the public. New trees will be planted in the area in the coming months.
